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The General ldea of Rural Planning under the
Background of Rural Revitalization
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Abstract: This paper aims to clarify the general idea of rural
planning by discussing the planning concept, planning orien-
tation, planning objectives, planning principles and main
contents of rural planning, so as to provide a meaningful ref-
erence for the compilation and implementation of rural plan-
ning. This is based on literature review and comprehensive
analysis methods. The paper indicates that rural planning
should adhere to the three basic ideas of people-oriented,
green development and ecological priority, and urban and
rural integration. Rural planning is an important part of the
land space planning system and the basis of land space use
control. The goal of rural planning needs to adhere to the
idea of rural planning in the new era. This is to realize the
overall goal of rural revitalization by promoting “prosperous
industry, ecological livability, rural civilization, effective
governance and affluent life”. Rural planning should apply
the principle of multiple regulations integration, adapting to
local conditions, giving priority to ecology and caring for

people. The main content of rural planning is to optimize the
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pattern of rural space development and protection, strictly
protect natural resources and ecological environment,
improve the construction of basic public services, promote
the integrated development of the primary, secondary and
tertiary industries, strengthen the protection of historical
and cultural relics, and promote the comprehensive
renovation of mountain, forest and grassland. Moreover, the
compilation and implementation of rural planning should be
goal-oriented, problem-oriented and user-oriented. It is nec-
essary to enhance the basic research of rural planning,
strengthen the hierarchical planning and classified planning,
and improve the capital measurement for the implementation
of rural planning.
